OUR EDUCATION PROGRAMS

In partnership with six Title I AISD schools, The Contemporary provides arts instruction alongside regularly 
facilitated museum visits to more than 400 students in 19 classes throughout the academic year.

Directly addressing the real limitations of public arts education, The Contemporary offers professional 
development workshops and digital and physical resources to public school teachers in Austin, reaching 
more than 2,600 students from 28 schools every year.

Free events, including Second Saturdays Are for Families and Arty Party, welcome 4,000 visitors annually. 
Through community partners, The Contemporary distributes free art kits that reach more than 1,400 kids 
every year.
